The Friends of the Georgia Archives will host their second annual Used and Rare Book Sale at the Georgia
Archivesin Morrow. Sale dates are Friday, November 39 and Saturday, November 4" from 9am to5
pm. TheFriends Member’s Only Cocktail Reception and Preview Party will be Thur sday, November
27 from 5:30 pm to 8 pm. Membership applications will be available for those wishing to join and
purchase books during the preview.

Following the tremendously successful inaugura sale last year, we have nearly doubled the stock to more
than 25,000 fine used and rare books, videos, cd's, dvd's, audio books, magazines, and more. We had
people lining up outside the Archives three hours before the doors opened last year. We were thrilled at the
support and look forward to an even better turnout this year. It promises to be an excellent opportunity for
anyone interested in books or collecting.

There will be al types of books sorted into more than 30 categories, including genealogy, Georgia and
Southern history, and history of all types. We expect to draw alarge crowd with varied interests.

One change the organizers made this year was focusing on acquiring private estate collections, resulting in
severa magjor donations this year. The Fortson Collection, for example, contains more than 500 near-fine
art, art history, and architecture books. Thisis an excellent collection that has really helped us expand our
offerings.

There will also be a specia area called the Rare Book Room, where books as old as 1870 will be for sale.
To ensure that everyone has an opportunity to acquire specia volumes, a silent auction for severa unique
itemswill be held during the preview party.

Several event volunteersare till needed for the dates of thesale. This
isa good opportunity for anybody that has an interest in books to volunteer
their time for agreat cause. Book donations are still being accepted for
thissale.

After working for
the planning commissions in DeKalb County, Atlanta Metropolitan, and
Georgia, he spent 40 years as a community planner with the U.S. Department
of Commerce's Economic Development Administration regional officein
Atlanta.

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Down Home Days

The Georgia Archives would like to express its appreciation for FOGA's support of
Down Home Days at the Georgia Archives, three educational family-oriented events
that took place this summer. Children ages six to fourteen were able to cometo the
Archiveswith aparent, grandparent, or other adult to try their hand at chores, games,
and pastimes familiar to Georgia children from days gone by.

About 130 participants from fourteen counties learned how to crank ice cream, make
butter, use awashboard, and write with areal quill pen. They learned to play old-
time games such as string figures, jacks,
pickup sticks, and marbles as well asless
familiar historic gamesincluding quoits,
five stones, ninepins, and jack straws. The
Soda Fountain Taste Testing Station was a
big hit on a hot summer's day as was the
cool, quiet Silent Film Viewing Station.

We wanted to welcome the input of history-minded community members, so
we brought in astoryteller, afolk musician, and a 1920s-style magician as
well asaquilter, woodworker, and spinner. We also had a hands-on artifact
station with a staff member on hand to answer questions about items such as
askate key, dinner horn, trundling play
hoop, darning egg, and flat iron. Some of
the items availabl e to the kids were over two centuries old; we were ableto literally
"put history intheir hands." At the end of the day, the kids got to take home hand-
made paper, handmade books, silhouette pictures, and paper airplanesto remind
them of their experiences.

Summer is quickly winding to a close, yet the magic of Down Home Days hasn't
vanished! Our exhibit of pre-World War Il children's toys, games, and clothing
remains on exhibit at the Georgia Archives through October. In addition, the
resources purchased for these programs will be used in Georgia classrooms by
Archives staff for many years to come. For more information about Down Home
Days or classroom presentations, contact Valerie Frey at 678-364-3782 or
virey@sos.state.ga.us.
